MRB ran the model and did a system 
analysis and had a recommendation letter to go ahead and approve the project once the city has approved the 
replat. He explained the Non-Standard Service Contract to the board and said that Wall Development will not 
be reserving water which means the only upfront cost will be the Equity Buy-In fee per lot & has been told it 
will not exceed 120 lots. General Manager Boniface made a recommendation to allow him to move forward 
with Wall Development on signing the contract once he gets approved.
